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LIKELY TO HIT KHARIF CROPS YIELD

'‘Below normal’ rainfall

‘Moderate’ El Nino
conditions can
impact monsoon

AFTER AN 'EXCESS' rainfall of
13% above the benchmark in
July,a crucial month for kharif
crops sowing, India Meteoro-
logical Department (IMD) on
Monday predicted 'below nor-
mal' rainfall at 92% of the
long-period average (LPA) for
the next month which may hit
cropsyield.

However the met depart-
ment's forecast predicted 'nor-
mal'rainfallin the second part
of the monsoon months
(August-September) between
94-106% of LPA although
'with a probability on the neg-
ative side of the normal bench-
mark' Mrutyunjay Mohapatra,
director general, IMD said rice
growing statesin eastern India
could receive surplus rainfall
in August, while precipitation
in rice, cotton and sugar cane
growing southern states could
bebelownormal. Rains during
August-Septemberwhichhasa
share of around 40% in total
monsoon precipitation is cru-
cial for the vegetative growth
of kharif crops — paddy, pulses,
oilseeds,cotton and sugarcane.

Ruling out any impact of El
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Nino conditions on the mon-
soon so far, Mohapatra said
thereisanincreasing chance of
'moderate' El Nino conditions
adversely impacting the mon-
soon in the next two months.
“At present neutral Indian
Ocean Dipole (IOD), which
helps monsoon, is likely to
develop into positive IOD in

the next two thus negating the
impact of E1 Nino conditions to
an extent,” he said.

The met department in its
forecast has said 'normal to
above normal' rainfall is
expected over most parts of
divisions adjacent to the
Himalayas, east central Indian
and partsof eastand northeast

In August, predicts IMD

Indiawhile below normal rain-
fall is likely over southern
India, northwest and central
India next month.

In the first two months of
monsoon months the overall
rainfall has been at'above nor-
mal'range of 5% above LPAtill
Monday.The surplus rainfall of
13% in July had wiped 9%
deficiencyin rain for June.

With the exception of east
and north-east regions where
overall rainfall has been hugely
deficient at 25% of LPA, other
regions north-west (31%),
central India (12%)and south-
ern peninsula (5%) have
received above normal to sur-
plus rainfall in June-July.

So far 66% of the 717 dis-
trictsin the countryhave so far
received normal or excess rain-
fall. Rest of the 263 districts
have received deficient and
scanty rainfall. No change has,
however, been made to the
IMD’s May 26 forecast that the
precipitation this monsoon
season (June-September) will
be in the “normal” range, at
96% of the LPA. Skymet had
earlier said monsoon precipi-
tation thisyear could be“below
normal”at 94% of the LPA.

IMD classifies ‘normal’
rainfall between 96% and
104% of LPA.Rainfall between
90%-95% is considered
‘below normal’ and precipita-
tion below 90% of LPA is
termed ‘deficient’.
