            Sealed tenders shall be addressed to The General Manager, SCO 145-146, Sector-17, Chandigarh -160017 (Postal Address), Phone No: 5041661 super scribed as “Providing Comprehensive Consultancy & Project Management Services for repair, renovation works including upkeep of Firefighting System etc. for Bank’s flats at Panchkula (Haryana).”, on or before 12/01/2015 at 3.00PM.

Envelope No-1 ( Technical Bid) shall be opened at 3.30 PM on the same day at the office of The General Manager, SCO 145-146, Sector-17, Chandigarh -160017 by the officer designated for the purpose in the presence of tenders or their representatives should they choose to be present. After evaluation of the prequalification and technical document, site visits etc. to verify its substantial responsiveness to the tender conditions, etc the qualified tenderer will be informed about the date of opening of Envelope No-2 (Price Bid) at a later date.
Tenders shall remain open to acceptance by the Bank for a period of 60 days from the date of opening the tender, which period may be extended by mutual agreement and the tenderer shall not be canceled or withdraw the tender during this period.
Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI), does not bind itself to accept the lowest or any tender and reserves to itself the right to accept or reject any or all the tenders eitherin whole or in part without assigning any reasons for doing so. 

           Each page of the tender documents is required to be signed by the person/ persons submitting the tender in token of his/their having accounted himself/ themselves within the special condition, specifications, schedule of quantities, etc., as laid down. Any tender with any of such documents not so signed will be rejected. The tender submitted on behalf of a firm shall by all the partners of the firm or by a partner who has the necessary authority of behalf of the firm to enter into the propose contract otherwise the tender may be rejected by then employer.
The tender form must be filled in English and all entries must be made by hand and written in ink. If any documents missing or unsigned, the tender will be considered invalid. Percentage rate shall necessarily be quoted both in figures and words. 
All erasures and alterations made while filling the tender must be attested by initial of the tenderer. Overwriting of the figures is not permitted, failure to comply with any of these condition will render the tender void. No advice of any change or condition after the opening of the tender will be entertained. 
2. Consultant/ architects services 
The Consultant/ architects shall render the following services in connection with works of Providing Comprehensive Consultancy & Project Management Services for repair, renovation works including upkeep of Firefighting System etc. for Bank’s flats at Panchkula (Haryana), Chandigarh.
· Taking the Employers' instructions, preparing preliminary / sketch designs (including carrying out necessary revisions till the sketch designs are finally approved by the Employer), making approximate item wise estimates of cost and preparing reports on the scheme so as to enable the Employer to take a decision on the sketch designs. 
· Submitting the required drawings to the Municipal Corporation and / or any other statutory authority and obtaining its approval, if required. 
· Preparing detailed working drawings for electrical, firefighting, telephone lines, etc. if required. 
· Preparing specifications, detailed estimates of cost or such other particulars as may be necessary for the preparation of bills of quantities. 
· Assuming full responsibility for the supervision, proper coordination, Safety, labour law compliance and execution of the said works by the General Contractor, Special Contractor, Subcontractor, Specialist, Consultant, etc. by appointing suitably qualified and experienced technical staff. SIDBI reserves the right to judge the capability of supervising staff and advise for change in case not found suitable.
· Checking the measurements of works at site, checking contractor's bills, issuing periodical certificates for payment and passing and certifying accounts so as to enable the Employer to make payments to the contractors and making adjustment of all accounts between the contractors and the Employer. The Employer's nominated officers / engineers shall have the right to point out any defects in the workmanship or any aspect of specification and execution and scrutinise the bills before payment.
· The Consultant/ architect shall exercise all reasonable skill, care and diligence in the discharge of duties hereby covenanted to be performed by them and shall exercise such general supervision and inspection in regard to the said works as may be necessary to ensure that the work is being executed in accordance with the working drawings and specifications aforesaid and that the work is free from defects and deficiencies.  
· The Consultant/ architect shall not make any deviation, alteration or omissions from the approved design / specifications without the written consent of the Employer. The Consultant/ architect shall also not undertake, execute or carry out any variation or extra items of work without obtaining the written consent of the employer. All variations and extra items proposed by the Consultant/ architect shall be referred to the Employer together with the reasons for making deviations and furnish an analysis of the extra cost involved thereby in advance. All orders given to the contractors by the Consultant/ architect for any authorised deviation from the contract documents shall be in writing and variation orders incorporating the rates and quantities or extra work and omitted items of work in respect of all deviations shall be issued within a fortnight from the date of issue of instructions for the deviations. The Consultant/ architect shall on no account permit the contractors to include the cost of variation / extra items of work in the running bill or certify payments for such variations or extra items till the variation orders are issued after the rates are accepted by the Employer. In case any additions or variations are carried out without the prior approval of the Employer, the Employer shall not be liable to pay the contractors for such additions and variations and the Consultant/ architect shall also not be entitled as of right to claim any fee for such additional deviated items of work. 
· The Consultant/ architect shall prepare a comprehensive programme of work in consultation with the contractors and arrange to have the work completed in an expeditious manner and in accordance with the programme drawn up. 
3. Transfer of Interests 

The Consultant/ architect shall not assign, sublet or transfer their interest in this agreement without the written consent of the Employer. 

4. Method of payment 

The employer shall pay fees to the Consultant/ architect in stages as follows:-
· After completion and approval of the sketch designs, working drawings and preliminary estimates by the Employer - 5% of the estimated total fees payable. 
· After preparation of detailed estimates, preparation of contract documents including bids, issue of tender notices in respect of all trades, submission of recommendations to the Employer and execution of the contract documents for the various trades. Part payments may, however, be made in proportion to the services completed in respect of particular trades but such payment shall be on account - 20% of the estimated total fees payable
· 50% of the total amount shall be paid in installments as the execution of work proceeds and in proportion to the value of the said works as certified from time to time. 
· Balance 20% after final completion of the work, certification of final bill and completion certificate is obtained, where so required and after submission of as built drawings (3 sets). 
· Balance 5% after completion of defects liability period. 

· All payments will be made by SIDBI Chandigarh through NEFT/ RTGS.

In case this Agreement is terminated in pursuance of clause (3) above, fees shall be paid to the Consultant/ architect for the actual services rendered as per stages referred to in this clause. All payment shall be subject to deduction of income tax at source in terms of Section 194 of the Income Tax Act 1961 or any other statutory deductions, as may be applicable from time to time. 

5. Visit to the site 

The Consultant/ architect or their representatives or their consultants shall visit the site periodically and as frequently as the works require, in consultation and prior approval of the Employer, and, inspect and supervise the work. No Conveyance for carrying out site visits will be payable.
6. Penalty for delay 

Architect / consultants shall timely provide all designs drawings / tender documents and other details / clarifications so that the work is not delayed. In case architect, consultant is found responsible for delay in execution / completion of work, employer reserves the right to levy penalty @ 1% of the Consultancy fee for each week of delay subject to maximum 10% of the Consultancy fees. 

7. Resolutions of contractual claims 

Bank and the selected Architect / Consultant shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiations any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the contract. 


All disputes, controversies, or claims between the parties (except in matters where the decision of the Bank is deemed to be final and binding) which cannot be mutually resolved within a reasonable time, shall be referred to Arbitration. 

The provisions of (Indian) Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules framed there under shall be applicable. 

Jurisdiction shall be the place (location) of the dealing office or as may be mutually decided by SIDBI. 
8. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD)

Intending tenderer shall pay as Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of prescribed amount by a demand/bank draft/pay order on a scheduled bank, drawn in favour of “Small Industries Development Bank of India”, payable at Panchkula Demand Draft having remaining validity period of 120 days from the date of submission of tender document.  Cheques / Bank Guarantee in lieu of DD will not be accepted.  EMD will not bear any interest. EMD will be forfeited in the event of any erosion, refusal or delay on the part of tenderer to sign and execute the contract on acceptance of his tender.  EMDs of unsuccessful tenderers will be refunded within 60 days from the date of opening Price bid without any interest. EMD of the successful tenderer will be adjusted against Initial Security Deposit.

9. Security Deposit (SD)

In the case of successful Bidder the Earnest Money Deposit shall be held by the SIDBI for due fulfillment of the contract as initial security deposit. Also 10 % of the total value of Contract will be withheld from the bills by the SIDBI as security deposit (SD). The total security deposit shall be 10 % of the accepted contract value (including the Initial Security Deposit) for due fulfillment of the contract. No interest shall be payable on the security deposit. The 50% of security deposit shall be released after successful completion of the work and balance 50% of SD shall be released after completion of defects liability period.
10. Supervision at Site by the Consultant/Architect
The Consultant/Architect shall give full time technical experienced competent personnel (minimum one Civil Engineer) at site for physical supervision and taking site measurements during execution and till successful completion of works.

11. Completion Certificate

Within 7 days of the successful completion of the work, the Consultant/Architect shall give notice of such completion to the Bank and within 10 days of such notice the Bank shall inspect the work and if there is no defect in the work, shall furnish with a final completion certificate.

12. Labour Laws

The Consultant/Architect shall strictly observe all prevailing labour laws inclusive of Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) act of 1970 (late revision), Minimum Wages Act, 1948 and other safety regulations taken by the Contractor and give information / report periodically (monthly) to the Bank.

13. Termination of agreement

· The agreement herein may be terminated at any time by either party by giving a written notice of two weeks to the other party. Even after the termination of their employment, the Consultant/ architect shall remain liable and be responsible for due certification / approval of bills submitted by the contractors at any time in respect of the work executed before the termination of the Consultant/ architect's appointment; but shall not be entitled to additional remuneration therefor. 

· If the Consultant/ architect close their business or die or become incapacitated from acting as Consultant/ architect then the Agreement shall stand terminated. 

(i) 
If the Consultant/ architect fails to adhere to the time schedule stipulated in clause 2 hereof or the extended time which may be granted by the Employer in its sole discretion, or 

(ii) 
In case there is any change in the constitution of the Consultant/ architect for any reason whatsoever, the Employer shall be entitled to terminate this agreement and entrust the work to some other Consultant/ architect.
· In case of termination under sub-clause (a) or (b) or (c) above the Consultant/ architect shall not be entitled to any fees or compensation except the fees payable to them for the work actually done. In such cases, the decision of the Employer as to what is the work that is actually done and what the amount of the fees due to the Consultant/ architect on the basis of actual work done shall be final and binding on them. 

· In case of the termination under sub-clause (a) or (b) or (c) above the Employer may make use of all or any drawings, estimates or other documents prepared by the Consultant/ architect after payment for the services of the Consultant/ architect for preparation of the same in full as provided herein. 

· The agreement herein may be terminated at any time by SIDBI, if the Consultant/Architect adopts unfair/fraudulent practices means while executing the work.
14. Indemnity

The agency will indemnify SIDBI against any claims due to agency's violation of any statutory provisions in the format supplied by SIDBI as given with this tender documents, at the time of execution of Agreement for the contract.
